Who:   Organized by the volunteers of the American Cancer Society. 

What:  Relay for Life is the national signature event of the American Cancer Society. 

Why:   It’s about a community taking up the fight against cancer.  The Relay is a fun event involving family, friends 

and all aspects of the community raising funds for the fight against cancer and a celebration of hope for those who 

have survived cancer or are dealing with cancer. 

Objective:   To keep a team member in motion for 24 hours!  Teams have 10-15 person per team.  Walkers, 

runners, athletes and non-athletes all welcome to participate.  Teams may have no more than 15 official registrants (a 

maximum of 18 with alternates).  Each team member is encouraged to solicit a minimum of $100 in donations for 

benefit of the American Cancer Society.  Teams are encouraged to strive for a collective goal of $1000 per team.  

Each individual who raises at least $100 will receive an incentive prize.  See Incentive Prize Schedule for complete 

details of appreciation gifts that can be earned according to amount of donations raised. 

Special Features:  Celebration of Hope will feature cancer survivors in attendance at the Relay on Friday evening.  

After dark, thousands of luminaria will outline the track as we Light the Way to a Cure with a special luminary 

service that will honor cancer survivors or memorialize loved ones lost to cancer.  Each luminaria will carry a special 

dedication.  Tent sites will be available for teams that want to stay overnight.  There will be plenty of music, 

entertainment and activities that offer something for everyone.  Food Booths will serve a variety of refreshments or 

bring your own tailgate, but please, no alcohol or tobacco products! 

Prizes:   Special Awards will be presented to team raising the most money, individual raising the most money, best 

decorated tent, best theme, etc.  RFL Recognition Night, date to be announced. 

Opportunity:   A great opportunity for your business or organization to build good will in the communities you 

service.  Your involvement demonstrates your commitment to the community and the fight against cancer. 

Registration:    Registration Fee is $100 per team.  A team may be sponsored by a company or individuals may 

each pay proportionate share of team registration.
